The Academic Calendar: classes periods and exam sessions

Every year the activities of the University of Padua are marked by the Academic Calendar, which contains
the deadlines and holidays of the University. The academic year usually begins on

0 0 October 1 (Academic year 2023-2024 starts on October 2, 2023) and ends on
m September 30, and usually comprises two semesters. The beginning of the academic

year does not necessarily coincide with the effective beginning of the academic

activities.

Typically, schedule for degree programmes are organized in semesters:

FIRST/FALL SEMESTER:

< Winter exam session January - February

SECOND/SPRING SEMESTER:

«» Summer exam session June - July

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Plan your Studies:

credits, study plan and exams

In the following section we have prepared for you some useful information to start your new academic

experience at the University of Padua.

The European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS) introduces the “credit” as the unit of

measurement which defines the student workload, including time spent attending lectures, seminars,

independent study, and examinations. Each course unit is assigned a certain number of credits, which

students obtain by passing exams and/or other assessment tests.

Key elements to keep in mind:

1 ECTS credit = 1 Italian CFU (Crediti Formativi Universitari)

Each exam/activity corresponds to a certain number of credits (ECTS/CFU)
1 ECTS credit = 25 working hours

1st cycle/Bachelor’s Degree (3 year Programme) = 180 CFU/ECTS

2nd cycle/Master’s Degree (2 year Programme) = 120 CFU/ECTS

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Study plan

General information

Once you are settled in Padua and the academic year has started, you must fill in a Study Plan.

The study plan is the complete list of exams students must carry out in order to earn the credits
(CFU/ECTS) required to graduate. Each degree programme includes a number of learning activities such
as teaching units, workshops or other activities. Some of them are compulsory, others are optional (you
can choose among a group of courses) or electives (free choice).
Degree programmes can be organized in a single or multiple curricula, and these are specified in the

relevant ‘Outline for a Study Plan’ (Manifesto degli Studi).

The sum of the compulsory and optional activities represents your study plan. Students must fill out
and submit the study plan according to the ‘Outline for a Study Plan’ (Manifesto) of their degree programme

and to the rules related with their enrollment year.

Medical Biotechnologies Master’s Degree programme — specifics

v Students enrolled in the Master’s degree programme in Medical Biotechnologies can choose
between two curricula: Medical Biotechnologies, through which you will obtain the Italian

master's degree, and Molecular Medicine (which is accessed after a selection in the admission

phase) which will also give you the title issued by the University of Ulm (Germany), where you

will attend the second semester of the first year, and possibly the undergraduate internship.

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For the specific rules of your degree programme, we invite you to read the relevant Regulations.

Make sure that the elective courses you choose are compatible with your degree programme. Please check
if further restrictions are specified in the ‘Outline for a Study Plan’ (Manifesto) of your Degree Programme
and the submission periods of your School. Once you have submitted your study plan, we invite you to

check whether it has been loaded in your online track before exam sessions start.

Should you have any doubts related to your study plan, you can contact the Administrative Secretary of

your Degree Programme.
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Exams and grades

Exams are designed to test the knowledge and skills you acquired with a specific course unit. Each training

course includes a final examination to be done at the end of the period in which the course takes place. In

case of training courses divided into modules, a joint and single final grade is provided. The student acquires

the university credits of that particular training course only by passing the final examination. The training

courses explicitly listed in Annex 2, the final assessment of which involves a grade in thirtieths, contribute

to the final grade of the Master’s degree programme.

Key facts:

Types of exams: exams can be either written (multiple-choice questions, open questions,
exercises) or oral, or both (in this case the exam is divided into multiple parts). Exams can be
written or oral report on the activity carried out; an open-ended question test or a multiple-choice
test; a lab test or computer-based practical work; a practical test or a project. Before the start of
each academic year, the university teacher in charge of the course unit will publish information on
how the final examination is structured - which may include one or more of the types listed above

- the assessment criteria and the possibility of carrying out mid-course tests.

Exam Session: Period of time during which lectures and educational activities stop and students
can take the exams according to their Degree Course. There are three exam sessions during every
year: the Winter exam session, the Summer exam session and an extra one, around mid-August
until mid- September.

Scores: Italian Universities use a 30-point scale for exams where the minimum passing grade is
18/30 and the maximum is 30 e lode (30/30 cum laude).

Signing up: to sit an exam you will have to sign up for it. Check the instructions on how to register

Results: in the section ‘Exams Results’ of your Uniweb page you will find the results of your
exams. We invite you to read carefully the Regulations of your degree programme for further
information concerning rules and modality for academic examinations.

Reject or accept: If you are not satisfied with your exam result, you have the possibility to reject
it within 7 days after its publication on Uniweb, or it will be permanently recorded in your
Transcript of Records. Please note that grades below 18/30 are not recorded in any case. Please be
aware that once you refuse the grade, you will not be able to reclaim it afterwards. Here you can

find the instruction for grade refusal.

If you reject the grade or fail an exam, you can retake it in another session, but do not forget to
sign up for it! Remember that only the last obtained result will be considered, and not the best

one!

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Internship

What
The internship is a period of training students may carry out during their academic studies. Internship
may be required by the regulations of the degree programme, or it may be carried out on a voluntary

basis.

Who

An internship involves three subjects: the intern, the promoter (the University of Padua) and the host (the
company or public institution).
The university tutor, usually a teacher from the University, and the company tutor (not necessarily the same
as the legal representative) guide and follow the trainees in the performance of their duties.

Why
The aim of the internship is to help students to get in touch with the working environment in the interested
field, and to deepen skills and  knowledge acquired during their  studies.

Where
The period of the internship is spent at companies or public institutions which have subscribed an

agreement with the University.

When
The curricular internship must be carried out during academic studies and its fulfilment implies the
attainment of ECTS.

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Obtaining your degree

Writing your Thesis

In order to obtain your degree you must sit a final examination. The final examination consists in the
preparation and discussion of a report (“thesis”) on an experimental project carried out in a research
laboratory at the University of Padua (internal internship) or at other Italian/International Universities, as
well as other public and private research laboratories, or at industries, companies and external bodies, based
on established agreements (external internship). The thesis must be written and discussed in English and
can be supported by an abstract in Italian and/or German (for students enrolled in the Molecular Medicine

curriculum).

Some key aspects to keep in mind:

- The thesis internship must last no less than six (6) months.

- Students must have been awarded at least 30 CFU (credits) in order to submit their thesis internship

application.

- As per the Regulations of the thesis Internship and final examination, students should submit the
thesis internship application for evaluation and approval or rejection by the Didactics Board and/or
the President of the Master Degree Course at least one month before the expected beginning date
of the thesis internship. The application must be filled in with the topic intended to be investigated
and signed by the Supervisor (a Professor of the Master Degree Course in Medical Biotechnologies
who will supervise the thesis work) and by the External examiner appointed by the Supervisor .The
student must also comply with all other deadlines set out by the University regulation issued by the
Student Office.

- The dissertation of the thesis is to be discussed at the University of Padova (or at the University of
Ulm for the students enrolled in the Molecular Medicine curriculum who carry out their thesis work
there). The student must send a progress report every three months to the External examiner, to be

discussed (possibly also via Skype, in case of internship abroad) and also to the Supervisor.

The thesis is the result of research carried out under the supervision of a thesis supervisor on a topic relevant
for your study field. The supervisor is the person who will oversee the progress of the work: he or she must
be a professor of a teaching course of the student's study plan. We suggest firstly to gather information on
the research topics of the professors (see the Syllabus) and then to contact the potential supervisors to know
more about the research they could be involved in. Once you have found your supervisor, you will have to
submit the supervisor application and then receive an acceptance notification. Please be reminded that each

professor can supervise a maximum number of students.

Once you have defined the topic with your supervisor, it is useful to develop a table of contents that will
serve as a guide and outline for your writing. Before approaching the writing, the first step should be the

revision of the existing literature on the topic with possible suggestions provided by your supervisor.

Like any academic work, your thesis should be structured according to the methodologies specific to the
subject or the field in which you are graduating. When invoking opinions, theories, and data from existing
literature, the source must always be indicated, providing the reader with the essential elements to identify
it accurately. The use of others’ texts without explicitly stating the source may constitute plagiarism, with

very serious consequences.

Usually, when you are writing a scientific thesis, you need to organize it in:

o Index

o Abstract (a page summary of the thesis)
o Introduction

o Goals

o Materials and methods

At the end of the thesis, the bibliography must be indicated in alphabetical order.
For further information, please refer to the guidelines published in the Moodle page of the Degree

programme and ask your supervisor.

Registering for graduation

To graduate, you must register according to the procedure in the section ‘Diploma attainment’ on Uniweb

and the following steps:

e inserting dissertation information
e fill in the Almalaurea questionnaire
e the approval of the dissertation title by your supervisor

e register for graduation upon choosing when to graduate

Only at this point your application is correctly submitted and you will find the payment slip of € 16.00 in

the section ‘Contributions’ on Uniweb.

It is important to register for graduation on Uniweb according to the deadlines for each graduation

To be admitted to the graduation session, you must:

e have sat and recorded all the examinations of your study plan at least 15 days before the graduation
dates;

e have paid the tuition fees;

e have asked your supervisor to approve your dissertation title and have submitted your dissertation
